1. Police Department Vehicle – Chief Konechne requested the approval to purchase a new 2019 sedan in the amount of $24,483.45, utilizing the state bidding process.  Motion made to approve the purchase by Bakalyar/Monson, all yes, motion carried.  The car is the same as the unit is replacing, a 2013, he is expecting most, if not all, of the equipment to transfer from the 2013 to the 2019.
2. Food 4 Kids bagging at the North Park – There will be a Food 4 Kids bagging event at the North City Park on Sunday, September 9th.  They are requesting cones to block an area for 2 semi-trucks to park on the East side of the park along Walters Street and for the council to consider waiving the $40 rental fee.  Motion to approve the waiving of the rental fee and allow parking of a semi-truck on Walters Street made by Bakalyar/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.
3. 18-25 Resolution USDA Rural Development Loan -- Motion to approve Resolution 18-25 made by Pavelko/Monson, voice vote, all yes, motion carried.
4. Wellness screen for employees Funding – The annual wellness screening is set for September 18, for the employees.  The screening cost is $45, $30 of that is reimbursable for those employees participating in the health insurance program thru the wellness program of the SWWC.  In the past, the council has supported all full-time employees being offered the screening, with the city paying the non-reimbursable amount.  Estimated cost to the city is $225.  Motion to approve the $225 for all employees to be screened made by Bakalyar/Hall, all yes, motion carried.
5. MMUA Annual Safety Contract Consideration – The annual safety contract with Minnesota Municipal Utilities Association is $11,200.  The cost is shared, based on employee numbers, between the City, Public Utilities and Southwest Broadband.  The city share for 2018/2019 is $2,488.  Motion to approve the contact, pending Public Utilities Board approval, made by Pavelko/Monson, all yes, motion carried.
