1. Dennis Brown – Street Project Resident Parking – Asked the council to give residents a reserved parking spot for those residents that are forced to be away from their driveways.  He also commented about the illegal U-turns made on Main Street.  He shared concerns about fireworks in the community.  He shared scheduling concerns he has for the operations of the police department.

AGENDA ITEMS:
1. 2018 Street Project Pay Request Consideration – Brent Kavitz-Engineer presented the pay request.  This request is work completed thru Sept. 7th.  Motion to approve payment of the request in the amount of $433,049.08, made by Monson/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.
2. Resolution 18-26 2019 Preliminary Levy – Staff presented the preliminary levy as a 3% increase over the 2018 final levy.  This number is a “not to exceed” number and staff will continue to work the numbers and present the final levy in December.  The majority of the increase is additional funding to the CIP funds for future purchases.  Motion to approve the Preliminary Levy in the amount of $647,268, made by Bakalyar/Pavelko, voice vote, all yes, motion carried.
3. 1st Ave S extension, request for share of red rock on street – Mr. Jim Nesseth addressed the council concerning a billing received for additional work done to the parking area.  A billing in the amount of $22,102.44 was shared with his request for the city to fund a portion of this billing in the amount of $6.369.82.  This amount is a percentage of the various line items of the invoice: 20% for equipment work, 10% of clay and sand, 50% red rock.  He feels the work on the street access should be the city’s responsibility as it was done on city owned property.  Motion to table this request made by Monson/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.  The council will view the street before the October 9th meeting and make the decision at that meeting.
4. Small Cell Wireless Lease Agreement w/ Verizon Consideration – Pat Costello, the City Attorney has reviewed the agreement and recommends approval.  Motion to approve the lease agreement made by Bakalyar/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.
