DEPARTMENT REPORTS

1. Police Department – No luck in seeing illegal U-turns on Main Street.  Consider making Main Street U-Turns allowed at intersections.  Current city ordinance doesn’t allow.  This will be considered at a future meeting.  Chief Konechne will bring information to that meeting.
2. Clerk – Street Foreman Frerichs is currently at “snow school”.  He reported learning many things in day one.  The class will end on Oct. 10, 2018.
OLD BUSINESS

1. 1st Ave S extension ~ continued discussion, from Sept. 17, 2018 meeting heard on this issue.  Jim Nesseth and Andy Nesseth addressed the council.  Jim appreciates the opportunity to address the council again.  Requesting funding of $6,369.82 as the city portion of additional work on 1st Ave S.  Accessing the building is important; a driveway access from Hwy 86 was not the most favorable for the State of Minnesota.  Nesseth’s appreciate the assistance received for the project, the additional work on the road was necessary for the access to the building.  The window for the additional work was a small window.  Mayor Rossow asked Ray Stevens about the $20,000 payment for the road the road was “done” except for some small grooming.  He stated it was, to the best of his knowledge with the work that was done to date, at that time.  The extremely wet spring of 2018 made the red rock the best option for the road, clay was not an option because of the extreme rain events and city owned crushed concrete was not an option, as the city expected the crushed concrete to be used for the city’s 2018 Street Project.  Mayor Rossow stated $78,000 is the amount for the project which included the site work, road work and Hwy 86 access work.  He discussed with City Attorney Costello, the attorney recommends not paying the additional funds.  Motion to not pay the $6,269.82 made by Rossow, no second, the motion dies.  Additional discussion ensued.
Ray Stevens reports he didn’t receive the engineer’s plans and specs.  An engineer was not hired to oversee the project, to try and have a savings on the project.  The street was created to make the road work with the building site.  Motion to approve $6,369.82 payable to Ray Stevens Construction made by Bakalyar/Monson, YES:  Monson, Bakalyar, Hall, Pavelko; NO:  Rossow, motion carried.
