1. 2018 Street Project Pay Request – Motion to approve the pay request of GM Contracting in the amount of $187,342.74 made by Bakalyar/Monson, all yes, motion carried.
2. 2018 Street Project Change Order – Motion to approve the change order for removal and reconstruction of the curb and gutter on Summer Lane in the amount of $4,970.00 from the 2018 Street Project made by Pavelko/Monson, all yes, motion carried.  This amount will be reimbursed to the city from S.E.H. Engineers as there was an engineer mistake when the curb work was completed.  S.E.H. will reduce their contracted services to compensate the city for these additional costs.
3. Water Plant Modification cost estimate – A pipe needs to be relocated in the water plant to make room for the pilot RO testing equipment.  S.E.H. has contacted a contractor who has estimated the cost of $10,000 for the project.  S.E.H. is also inquiring about the ability to have this relocation funded in the 80/20 split for the Point Source Implementation Grant.  The answer to this funding is not available at this meeting.  The relocation must be done to allow for the pilot, which must be done for the department of health to certify the R.O. System for the water plant.  Motion to approve up to $10,000 for the relocation of the piping by Magney made by Monson/Pavelko with the expectation of funding reimbursement from PSIG dollars, all yes, motion carried.  The funding for this project will be from the sewer fund until reimbursement is received.
4. Equipment and decals cost for squad vehicle – Motion to approve the cost of $2,785 for equipment transfer and decals to the new police vehicle made by Monson/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.  This estimate is based on all equipment is transferable to the new unit.  If equipment is not transferable, addition costs will be incurred.
5. Assess to property taxes – Motion to approve for assessment to property taxes the attached listing for unpaid fire services made by Hall/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.
