1. Fire Department Purchase Requests

a. Pagers – The fire department is in need of replacement pagers.  The current Minitor V units are no longer supported by Motorola.  The ambulance department is also in need of pagers, as they use the same Minitor V pagers.  It is the recommendation to purchase 10 pagers, to be divided between the departments (6 for fire and 4 for ambulance) as there is a $40 per pager rebate if a purchase of 10 or more is made.  Motion to purchase 10 pagers from Racom Communications, at a cost not to exceed $5,500 made by Bakalyar/Monson, all yes, motion carried.
b. Air Tanks – Several of the air tanks have reached their age of life expiration date.  It is recommended to purchase 6 tanks at a cost of $2,550 to begin a replacement cycle.  Many of the tanks will reach their age of life expiration at the end of 2018, a replacement schedule is 6 per year over the next 3 years to begin the replacement process.  The tanks to be purchased will have a testing replacement life, not an age replacement life.  Motion to approve the purchase of 6 tanks at a cost not to exceed $2,550 made by Hall/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.
