AGENDA ITEMS:

1. 2018 Budget Resolution 17-25 Consideration—Finance Manager Ulferts shared the details for the 2018 budget.  The council supports the 6.07% increase levy for 2018. Motion to approve Resolution 17-25 made by Bakalyar/Monson, voice vote, all yes, motion carried.
2. 2018 Budgets for Non-levy Funds Consideration – Budgets presented for approval include: Sewer Fund, Sewer Maintenance Fund, Municipal Liquor Store Fund, and Ambulance Fund, Motion to approve the presented budgets made by Monson/Hall, all yes, motion carried.
3. Approve EMS Standby Fee for Fire Dept. Billing – The ambulance attends fire calls to assist with any medical issues that may arise at the event.  If there are no medical issues, the ambulance does not bill for the standby services they provide.  Staff recommends, if the ambulance service has no billable activity, the fire department be authorized to bill a standby fee as a part of their billing.  The standby fee would match the fee the ambulance charges for a no transport call.  Motion to approve the fire department to charge a standby fee of $150, if the ambulance has no billable activity at a fire event, made by Pavelko/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.
4. Revocation of Krafka Golf, LLC liquor license – Krafka Golf, LLC is in default with the MN Dept of Revenue, under the Dept. of Revenue direction, Krafka Golf, LLC, liquor license must be revoked.  Motion to revoke the 2017 liquor license of Krafka Golf, LLC, made by Bakalyar/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.  Note Krafka Golf, LLC, has not applied for a 2018 license at this time.
5. Resolution 17-26 Consider Approval of 2018 Liquor and Tobacco License Applicants – Motion to approve the presented liquor and tobacco license applications for 2018 made by Bakalyar/Hall, voice vote, all yes, motion carried.
6. Snow Blower Repair Quote – The cord which powers the snow blower on the loader is not working.  A Macqueen Equipment representative came and looked at the cord and recommends replacement of the cord.  Motion to replace the cord at $2,076.46 from Macqueen Equipment made by Hall/Monson, all yes, motion carried.
7. Approve Business Subsidy Payment to Extended Ag. – Motion to approve the subsidy payment of $22,000 made by Monson/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.  The funds shall be issued from general fund reserves.
8. Coalition of Great MN Cities Environmental Action Fund Request – Motion to approve the request of the Coalition in the amount of $591.85 made by Pavelko/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.
9. Small Cities Program Conflict of Interest – (Note, council member Pavelko removed himself from the discussion) Council Member Brent Pavelko has applied for grant funds for his business building located at 206 2nd Ave N.  As a member of the council, a public disclosure of his application must be done.  The council has no role in screening the applications for the program, nor in the funding decisions that are made for individual applicants.  All screening and funding decisions are made at United Community Action Partnership in Marshall, MN.  Council Member Pavelko has no insider information or treatment any different than any other applicant.  He must complete the processes, the same as all applicants.  Motion to agree with and support the letter submitted by Patrick Costello, Lakefield City Attorney, made by Monson/Bakalyar, voice vote Yes:  Monson, Hall, Rossow, Bakalyar Abstain:  Pavelko, motion carried. (Councilmen Pavelko rejoined the council discussion)
